Type of Needs Filled by the Program
Students who need a longer school year and have a high level of need  
for predictability, structure, and familiar people and places.

Students who need comprehensive services (academic tutoring, speech and 
language therapy, physical therapy, occupational therapy) during  
the summer months to combat learning loss and loss of skills.

Students who exhibit both internalizing and externalizing behavior that has 
an adverse impact on their ability to be regulated at school and at home. 

Students with an IEP with demonstrated learning loss over long breaks  
and the summer, who require individual or small-group sessions but  
do not require a comprehensive, specialized program.

Students who do not experience loss of learning over long breaks or  
the summer but would benefit from a structured program that focuses  
on maintaining and transferring skills.

Students who are currently placed in the self-contained Learning Disabilities 
classroom from grades 3-5 are eligible for this specialized program. Special 
educators deliver one hour of instruction in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics 
for each student.

Summer services are based on student needs
Individual Education Programs (IEPs) define the services a student 
needs to make effective progress at school. While some students’ 
IEPs may include services beyond what is offered directly by OSS, 
our summer programs and services are designed to respond to 
students’ most common summer programming needs. OSS also offers 
specially-designed supplemental learning experiences for students 
who do not require summer services but would still benefit from a 
specialized program.
